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WHAT CAN | DO WITH A MAJOR IN ... DENTAL HYGIENE

OCCUPATIONAL OVERVIEW:

The Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) (2013) explains that dental hygienists, “clean teeth, examine patients for signs of oral
diseases such as gingivitis, and provide other preventative dental care. They also educate patients on ways to improve and
maintain good oral health”. Furthermore, “Dental hygienists use many types of tools to do their job. They clean and polish
teeth with hand and powered tools, as well as ultrasonic devices. In some cases, they remove stains with an air polishing
device, which sprays a combination of air, water, and baking soda. They use x-ray machines to take pictures to check for
tooth or jaw problems” (BLS, 2013). The UNM Department of Dental Medicine website (2013) states, “Dental hygienists work
in a variety of settings including private practice. Hygienists are licensed, professional members of the healthcare team. They
work to promote, prevent, and maintain oral health in the population”.

EMPLOYMENT REQUIREMENTS:

An Associate’s degree is the minimum formal education required, however a Bachelor's or Master’s degree is usually
required for research, teaching, or clinical practice in public or school health programs (BLS, 2013). Dental hygienists must
be licensed by the state in which they practice, which involves passing an examination. Consult O*Net for more information
on the specific KSAs (Knowledge, Skills, Abilities) that are required for this career.

e Build a strong foundation in basic science courses.

e Shadow professionals in a dental office to gain a better understanding of their occupation and to build relationships
with professional mentors.

e Build your network and get involved on campus through student organizations and campus events. Find
organizations and events at the Student Activities Center website.

e Attend career related campus events such as career fairs, company information sessions, and or career workshops.

e Students who are interested in graduate school should maintain a high undergraduate GPA and develop
relationships with faculty and community leaders.

e Speak with mentors and faculty about career opportunities.
